Q. What happens after the property is forwarded to
the county treasurer for collection?

A. The county treasurer adds a 4% administration fee

and interest of 1% per month. After one year, the
property is forfeited to the county treasurer. For
example, the 2018 taxes that are still unpaid as of

March 1, 2020 will be in forfeiture.

is in forfeiture, you still have a year before it will
be foreclosed. However, the interest and fees will
be higher. When a property is forfeited, the interest
rate goes from 1% to 1.5% per month, back to the
date of delinquency. A $235 fee is also added.

Q. What happens after my property is in forfeiture?

A. After property has been in forfeiture for 13 months, A.
it will be foreclosed. 2018 property taxes will
be foreclosed if not paid by 5:00 PM on March
31, 2021.

. Will I receive any notice before my property is

foreclosed?

Yes. Several notifications will be made, by first
class mail, by certified mail and by personal service.
In addition to these notifications, names and address
of delinquent property owners are published in the
newspaper.
