$1,000) on state equalized valuation for one (1) year, 1993, for
the purpose of providing additional funds for operating purposes
to be used: to restore a full bussing program, and for expansion
of computer science equipment and applications and purchase
textbooks. (The revenue increase in 1993 to be realized from the
1.95 mills, if approved and levied, will be approximately
$177,806.00.)
